The practical file will be assessed by the internal examiner at the time of
practical examinations.

A written exam of 12 marks will be conducted by external examiner and written
exam of 05 marks will be conducted by internal examiner based on the above
given practical syllabus on the day of the practical exam.

Viva will be conducted based on practical syllabus only.
